BEIRUT
THE CAPITAL

Known as the Paris of the Middle East, Beirut exudes the same old
city charm as the French capital. Well known for fine Lebanese
food, it is a place where years of history have been showcased.

From the large ruins of ancient Rome to Ksara wine, there is a lot
Beirut is known for along with a long list of places to visit in Beirut.

Some of the best areas to stay in Beirut include Downtown Beirut,
Beirut Central District, Hamra in West Beirut, Achrafieh in the east,
and Raouché. Beirut is considered to be the most expensive city in
the Middle East and the cost of living here is high.

Beirut is one of the most beautiful cities in the Middle Eastern
world. Located on the coast of the Mediterranean Sea, all the
places to visit in Beirut city share history and character with some
of the most exotic cities in the world - Italy, Morocco, Egypt, and
Greece. Needless to say, Beirut tourism has flourished in the past
decades.

The wide avenues and boulevards built by French colonial rulers
match the glorious mosque complexes that were built by the
Ottomans and the Mamluks, and the ancient ruins of Roman
temples and bathhouse top it all.
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South Lebanon covers a region stretching from
the Awwali River in the north to Naqoura in the
south, and from the Mediterranean Sea in the
west to the Syrian-Lebanese borders in the east.

Its natural relief is varied and includes a coastal
strip, hills and a mountainous area.

The coastal strip follows a fairly regular route that
rises from sea level to an altitude of 150m.
interspersed with capes and bays, near which
small habitats were formed in antiquity. As they
developed, some of the latter formed urban
centers rightly considered as the most important
centers of civilization on the Levantine coast.

The hilly region is at an altitude of between 100
and 1000m and covers most of the land of South
Lebanon. The nahr al Qasmiyah (Litani) which
runs there feeds water many lands planted with
olive trees, apple trees, almond trees, pines and
oaks. On the banks of the river, the cities and
towns of Bint Jbayl and Marjeyoun cazas are
distributed to the south and south-east,
Nabatiyah and Jezzin and some villages of Sidon
to the north.

BEKAA VALLEY

Rich and fascinatiry, the plain of the Bekaa Valley
lies between the Western mountainous chain of
Lebanon and the Eastern parallel chain.

Inevitable pathway between North Syria and
Palestine, it was formerly a main road frequented
by both caravans and invaders. Today, the plain
of the Bekaa is considered as the widest
agricultural area in Lebanon, being also scattered
with farms, villages, fields and wines which cover
the plain with a multicolored carpet. The roads
are often cut by tractors grazing sheep and goats
on the roadside. Keep always a camera in hands
because amazing sights await you all the way
round.

At an average altitude of 1000 meters, the
climate of the Bekaa is dry in the hot days of
summer but pleasantly cool in the evenings. In
winter, most of the days are cold through often
sunny.

The Bekaa is renowned for its numerous
archaeological sites including the great temples
of Baalbeck. But people also visit the area for its
famous delicious restaurants.




MOUNT LEBANON

The Western range of the Lebanon mountains
constitutes the spine of the country to which it
gave its name, that is Lebanon.

For a long time, inhabitants of the coastal cities
and areas had been accustomed to avoid the
heat and humidity of summer, in order to enjoy
the cool and dry climate of Mount Lebanon.

Mount Lebanon is both an appealing and varied
area, the visitor therein would find out attractive
and spectacular landscapes, beside traditional
villages encompasses by history, and places of
worship belonging to all the religious
communities in Lebanon, along with pleasant
summer and winter resorts, in addition to
delicious restaurants.

The appeals of summer resorts were added, fifty
years ago, by various activities related to winter
sports. In the course of time, the snow-covered
slopes of some high mountainous localities have
turned into ski resorts offering the required
facilities for this kind of sports. Today Mount
Lebanon holds almost all the ski resorts in the
country.

ORTH LEBANON

In Northern Lebanon, each season bears its own
private charm. The fresh air of its summer days
along with its clear sky in fall, provide this
basically-mountainous area with a unique appeal.
Even in winter, your visit might acquire a special
taste, where during this season, the snow
covering the heights in white enables visitors to
practice skiing. At the same time, your eyes will
keep on watching wonderfully the bright green
color of plains and plateau.

Meanwhile, if you have the possibility to choose
your preferred season, then try to travel through
Northern Lebanon at the beginning of spring,
before the total melting of snows. It is at that
moment that you will enjoy smelling the perfume
of flourishing almond trees, and watching the vast
fields of cyclamen and red poppy, while hearing
the murmur of mountain streams stuffed with
water rushing down at the sea.

Northern Lebanon includes the districts of Akkar,
Tripoli, Zgharta, Bcharrey, Koura and Batroun.
These areas can be visited from Beirut or Tripoli.







BEIRUT

Lebanon’s capital city Beirut is a vibrant, stylish
metropolis with all the fun, fashion, and flair that a
city lover could look for.

Beirut is the largest city in Lebanon and is also
one of the oldest cities in the world, having been
inhabited as early as 3000 BC. Several ancient
civilizations have left their mark on the city, and
legend has it that Beirut was destroyed and
rebuilt seven times throughout its history, hence
why it is nicknamed "the phoenix" after the
mythical bird that rises from the ashes and
regenerates itself.

Like all regions in Lebanon, Beirut enjoys a
Mediterranean climate with 300 sunny days a
year.

BAALBEK

At an ancient cross-road connecting the coast
with the Syrian interior and North Syria with North
Palestine, Baalbek lays with its huge temples
considered among the wonders of the Ancient
world. Baalbek overlooks the Bekaa Plain and is
a witness of an imperial project that embodies the
Roman determination, wealth and power.

Earthquakes, wars and raids left their traces on
these temples throughout the ages. As a result,
they were destroyed and rebuilt in the middle
Ages. Thanks to the efforts of archeologists and
Lebanese, French and German architects, this
site lost nothing of its beauty and glory.

BYBLOS

It is one of the oldest cities in the world. It is also
one of the rare sites that have continuously been
inhabited since their foundation excavations
show that it dates back to the 6th millennium B.C.
Its ancient inhabitants did not call it Byblos, but
rather "Jubla" and later "Jebal". Around 1200B.C.
the Greeks named it Byblos or "Papyrus",
because it traded in this product.

Byblos (Jbeil in Arabic) is today a very charming
city distinguished for its gorgeous ancient harbor,
seaside fish restaurants, ancient souks, and
charming residential neighborhoods, which date
back to the Middle Ages, as well as an absolutely
enormous wealth of historic sites and ruins




DEIR EL-QAMAR

It is an old town hemmed in an urban frame that
maintained the architectural prosperities of the
17th and 18th centuries. This pattern continues
until you reach Beiteddine.

In the old beautiful streets, gardens blossoming
with roses and jasmine attract one's sight,
besides the outdoor stone benches that belong to
the houses, and which are filled with vines
dangling in front of the houses, the flower beds
and the houses and narrow streets.

All of this makes out of the town a scenic place.
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BEITEDDINE

Beiteddine is 850 meters above the sea level. In
it there is Beiteddine Palace, which was built by
Emir Bechir el Chehabi Il (who ruled Mount
Lebanon for more than half a century). This
palace is the best example of 19th century
Lebanese architecture; it was built over a thirty
year period of time.

In order to reach Beiteddine, one has to pass
through Deir el Qamar and Mousa Castle, and a
6 kilometer drive on the main road.

Since the middle Ages, Lebanon has been
divided up into fiefs governed by emirs and
sheikhs who assumed authority through heredity.

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JOUNIEH

Kesrouan

It is both, a coastal and mountainous region north
of Beirut. It can be reached by means of a
highway. It is distinguished for its historic sites
and for its location and beautiful natural scenery.

Jounieh

Between Beirut and Byblos is the coastal town of
Jounieh, which has a spectacular bay with
mountains rising just behind it.

Jounieh is known for its seaside resorts and
cafes, restaurants and bustling nightlife, as well
as its old stone souk, ferry port, and gondola lift
(Le Téléphérique), which takes passengers up
the mountain to the shrine of Our Lady of
Lebanon in Harissa.



HERMEL

At a hill overlooking the region, there is a tower
26 meters high which is seen from several
kilometers away. It was renovated in the early
1930s. Its facades are ornamented with hunting
scenes. Most probably it is the burial place of a
Syrian prince from North Begaa in the 1st
century, who died in a hunting trip. Its base is
made of 3 black basalt steps.

On top of the tower. there is a pyramid-shaped
dome. The front part is decorated with the statue
of a boar hit by three arrows, and attacked by
three watchdogs; above which there is a huge
cylinder surrounded with ropes or tiny rolls. Most
probably the drawings were ornamented with
calligraphy that is not used today.

SIDON

Sidon (or Saidoon) is a vital commercial and
administrative center, it has a fascinating and
unique history. One of the most powerful
Phoenician city states, it made a name for itself
the world over with its expert glass manufacturing
and the invention of purple dye, which has ever
since been synonymous with royalty.

Sidon has been inhabited since at least 4,000
BC, and Homer wrote about it in the 8th century
BC, noting how skilled was the glass production
there.

As with most ancient city-states in the region,
Sidon has seen quite a number of conquests in
its time.

NABATIEH

If you go from Sidon towards the south or more
exactly towards Nabatieh, which is 23 kilometers
far from Sidon, Arnun is seven kilometers ahead.
There, upon a hill you reach Beaufort Castle or
the Castle of Shqif Arnun. It is 710m high.

It overlooks the district of the Litani Valley.
According to Ghelyoon of Tyre, the fortress was
built by the Crusaders. Other scholars say that it
dates back to a previous period, either the
Roman or the Byzantine. The Arabs renovated
and expanded it. The Crusaders added pillars to
it so it became the most important citadel in
Lebanon. The king of Jerusalem, Fulk (Foulques
d’Anjou), took it from the ruler of Sidon in 1138.




TRIPOLI
Tripoli is known as the capital of the North and it

is Lebanon's second largest city with a population
of more than 500,000. It has many landmarks.

Around forty historical sites which date back to
the 14th century: Qalaat St. Gilles; 12 mosques
that date back to the Mamluk and Ottoman eras;
12 theological schools; khans or caravanserai;
baths (Hammams).

Its "souks" and khans are crowded with people of
various trades. You see the tailors, jewellers,
perfumers, tanners and soap-makers working in
a charming lively atmosphere.

TYRE

Tyre, the Phoenician city, was the queen of the
seas. It was built on an island, and became well
known to the people who lived around the
Mediterranean Sea for its wealth and prosperity.
It was famous for its industry of purple-dyed
textiles, thus attracting the great conquerors in
ancient times.

Among them we mention the Babylonian king,
Nebuchadnezzar and Alexander the Great.

It was founded at the outset of the 3rd millennium
B.C. It originally consisted of the mainland
settlement and a few islands that lay offshore. It
enjoyed its golden age only during the first
millennium B.C.

ZAHLE
Zahleh rests on the side of Sannin Mountain,
reaching the BeKaa Plain. It is 945 meters high.
In winter, the surrounding mountains are covered

with snow, while in summer the climate is cold
and dry.

The city center stretches at the banks of el-
Berdawni River, and the town lies at the eastern
bank. At the northern side lays Wadi el-Arayish,
which is known for its open air restaurants and
cafés along the side of the waterway. The
inhabitants of Zahleh are proud of their town
being named "the Town of Wine and Poetry". In it
more than fifty poets, thinkers and literary figures
were born in the twentieth century; and from it the
best kinds of wine and arack are produced.
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CULTURAL TOURISM

Despite its small size (10,452 KM?), Lebanon is
extremely rich in culture. Renowned sites such as
Roman temple Baalbek and the extraordinary
Jeita Grottos are only a snippet of the cultural
wonders to be discovered throughout the country.

Questions

Where is smoking prohibited?

In all enclosed public places, including hospitality
sectors: Airport buildings, hospitals, cafes,
restaurants, pubs, clubs, hotels, Taxis, buses,
Malls, shopping areas, supermarkets, offices,
schools, universities etc.

What religions are practiced in Lebanon?
Lebanon hosts 18 “official” religious groups,
including 5 Muslim groups, the most important
being Sunnis, Shiites and Druze; 11 Christian
denominations, representing the 3 main branches
of Christianity: Eastern Orthodox, Catholic and
Protestant; but the main Christian group is
Maronite.

What languages are spoken in Lebanon?

Arabic is the official language. A distinction should
be made between spoken Arabic (the Lebanese
dialect), and written Arabic which is common to all
Arab countries. A list of useful Lebanese Arabic
phrases can be found here.

French and English are also widely spoken in
Lebanon; and Armenian is spoken by a large group
of Lebanese.

What is the weather like in Lebanon?

Lebanon enjoys a mild Mediterranean climate with
an average of 300 sunny days a year. July and
August are often hot and humid with temperatures
of about 30° Celsius. It almost never rains between
June and September. Winters are generally cool
with heavy rain on the coast and snow in
mountains.

What is the currency in Lebanon?

The official currency in Lebanon is the Lebanese
Lira, but U.S. dollars are accepted everywhere, and
Euros are accepted mainly in touristic places.
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Where can | exchange foreign currency?
In exchange offices which are spread in main
streets everywhere in Lebanon and at the airport.

Is tipping mandatory? What are the rules for
tipping?

Tipping isn’t mandatory and service charge is never
included in the bill, but a 10% tip is customary.

Can | request reimbursement of VAT?

You can simply ask for the VAT application in all the
shops that have a VAT agreement, in order to
reimburse it at the airport. The standard VAT rate is
11% and the minimum purchase amount is 100
USD or 150,000 LBP.

How can | go online and check my e-mails?
You can go online and check your e-mails from the
hotel where you are staying, or simply ask for the
Wifi password in any restaurant, café shop or pub.
Otherwise just ask for any nearby internet café.

How is hunting regulated in Lebanon?

The hunting season in Lebanon runs from 1st
September until 15th February. Hunting is permitted
for 12 legal game species, and in designated areas
only. A license must be obtained for hunting
materials and equipment.

Is it possible to travel to Lebanon by car? What
documentation is required?

Indeed it is possible to travel to Lebanon by car, but
only by entering through the Lebanese Syrian
borders.



What should | know about outdoor activities
(hiking, biking, skiing etc.)?

In Lebanon there are many sports activities and
health clubs where you can play golf, tennis,
squash, swim or practice team sports.

Fitness training is very popular and hotels and
clubs wusually allow foreigners to access their
facilities.

Thanks to Lebanon’s geography, opportunities for
outdoor activities abound. It takes a little more than
an hour to reach the snow covered mountains for
the best skiing.

For an unusual sports combination, try skiing in the
morning than spending the afternoon swimming on
the coast. Water sports of all kinds are available
most of the year along the shore. Scuba diving is
popular too, and there are lots of diving clubs.

If you want even more adventure, there are clubs
that can take you paragliding at the Cedars, or
paddling down the Awwali River in a Canoe or
Kayak, or explore deep caves.

Organized trekking, hiking or rock climbing is a
wonderful way to experience Lebanon’s natural
beauty.

When is the Best time to go to Lebanon?
Lebanon has a mild Mediterranean climate. So
depending on your preferences, you can visit this
country in winter or during summer. If you intend to
participate in outdoor activities or to visit beaches,
then summer is the best time to be visiting
Lebanon.

March to May and September to November are
suggested for cultural visits. The annual average
temperature in Lebanon is 13°C. In summer the
average temperature is between 35°C and 40°C,
while in winter it varies between 7°C and 10°C. The
temperature usually does not go beyond zero at the
coastline. However, the tourist population
decreases during the winter.

If you are in Turkey, the easiest and fastest way to
visit Lebanon is airway. Direct flights from Istanbul
Sabiha Goékcen Airport to Beirut Rafic Hariri
International Airport takes around 1 hour 50
minutes, while direct flights from Antalya to Beirut
Rafic Hariri International Airport takes around 1
hour 10 minutes. Those flights are also very useful
if you'd like to travel from Europe, as flying to
Istanbul and then Lebanon from there is very
practical.

BAGGAGE REGULATIONS AND SOME
RECOMMENDATIONS

- Make sure you check the baggage allowance on
your international / internal flights.

- We recommend to travel light especially when
there is internal flight involved in the program due to
baggage weight limitation.

- We suggest that you carry one set of clothes
along with your daily utility items and other
accessories in your hand baggage. This is just a
precautionary measure in case your baggage is
misplaced.

- We advice that you travel as light as possible,
since porterage is not included in your holiday price
and carrying heavy luggage would be inconvenient.
Take bags with wheels and sturdy handles, as they
are more convenient and easy to pull.

- Please note that airlines do not permit items like
loose batteries, razor blades, nail cutter, scissors,
knives, gels any form of liquid, cigarette lighter in
your hand baggage. If required carry such items in
your check —in bag.

- Please ensure that you do not place any valuables
in your check — in bag. Carry foreign currency /
travel documents / jewellery / insurance in your
hand bag.

COACH

- Since travelling distances are comparatively long,
we have carefully chosen air conditioned luxurious
coaches for your convenience luxurious coaches
for your convenience and comfort.

- Drinking, Smoking and eating is not allowed in the
coach.

- Most hotels offer the facility of complimentary safe
deposit lockers (few hotels charge a refundable
deposit. we advice that you keep all your valuable
like money, passport, tickets and jewellery in the
locker, in case you are staying for more than one
day at the hotel.

- Please make sure that no damages are done to
your hotel room during the stay, as the same would
be charged to you directly by the hotel.

- Hotel rooms may have facilities like mini bar, pay
television channels, telephones, etc. please note
that these facilities are not complimentary and will
be charged as per actual usage.

- Most of the hotels do not have a tea/ coffee kettle
in the rooms.

- Please note that we will try our best to provide you
with adjacent rooms asked by you at the time of
booking, but the same will be subject to availability
at the time of check —in. It is also difficult to provide
interconnecting rooms, however the tour manager
and the hotel will try their best to ensure that you
are provided with adjacent rooms wherever
possible.

- The standard check in time at hotels is after 14:00
HRS and standard check —out time is 10:00 HRS.



TIME MANAGEMENT

- It's very important to be on time and punctual on
your holiday, since your itinerary has been
designed and planned to offer you the most on your
holiday.

- Every sightseeing trip where you get off has an
allotted time, please make sure you remain with the
group return at the allotted time. Any delay would
actually deprive the entire group of their sightseeing
time.

ON ARRIVAL

- ALL passengers will be met by our tour manager /
local representative outside the arrival hall at the
airport.

CLOTHING

- Carry a photocopy of your passport including valid
visas & keep them separately from the original.
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- Please do not forget to carry an additional pair of
spectacles if you are using one, digital camera
chips with higher GB, extra batteries, charges for
digital camera and mobile.

- Carry your mobile phone's charger if you are
taking your cell phone with global roaming. Also
carry multipurpose adapter as sockets are different.

- Required medicines, with doctor's prescription.

MONEY AND CURRENCY

- EURO and USD are widely accepted and can be
exchanged to any major currency exchange
counter. it is better to carry USD before you start
your trip.

TIPPING POLICY

- Tipping is something that is expected of anyone
providing you a service, e.g. coach driver local
guides, etc. it is mandatory to tip a nominal amount
of EUR 3/ USD 5/ GBP 2 per person per day.

Public toilet attendants need to be tipped
nominally after use.

ARRIVAL / DEPARTURE TRANSFERS

- As other members of your group would be flying
from different cities/towns/countries, you would be
required to wait for some time so that they can join
you at the arrival area as common airport pick- up
facility is provided for the entire group.

- Also in view of the common airport drop facility
provided for your group, you would be required to
travel to the airport along with other group members
even though your flight time is later than other
members of your group.
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
