There’s possibly no better way to experience 
the meandering pathways of hills, wadis and 
farmland in Hatta than from the back of a 
mountain bike. 

Multiple trails for beginner to advanced-level 
riders have been set up by the Hatta 
Mountain Bike Trail Centre, spanning across 
52kms. The trails are free to ride and are 
self-guided with clear markers. 

The landscapes of Hatta possess some of 
the most beautiful natural scenery in the 
UAE.

The 
emirate is separated from the rest of the 
United Arab Emirates by the jagged line of 
the Hajar Mountains, and although the city 
itself is a grid pattern of high-rise office 
blocks with little to offer visitors, Fujairah 
Emirate's beaches to the north are some of 
the nicest in the UAE.  

This beautiful slice of coastline is ideal for 
sunbathing, swimming, and scuba diving. 
Away from the sand, Fujairah is a great base 
for exploring the Hajar Mountains and the 
series of small forts and historical buildings, 
such as Al-Bidyah Mosque, that speckle the 
coast. 

Fujairah's historical importance goes back to 
3000 B.C. when the area was inhabited by 
herders and fishermen. It was then named as 
the Land of Titans or 'Ard Al Jababerah'. It is 
unofficially called 'the Jewel of the Middle 
East’. 

Wadi Al Wurayah waterfalls and Ain Al 
Madhab Gardens are major attractions in 
Fujairah. Wadi Wurrayah, a 31,000-acre 
nature reserve, lies between Khor Fakkan 
and Bidiyah.  

The site is the UAE's only waterfall. Other 
sites include the UAE's oldest mosque Al 
Bidya Mosque and the Heritage Village.

The highest peak in the UAE, Jebel Jais in 
the emirate of Ras Al-Khaimah has become 
much easier to access in recent years thanks 
to the switchback road that twists and turns 
all the way up the mountainside. 

At the top of the road, a series of landscaped 
terraces and viewing platforms offer up 
mountain vistas that roll right down to the 
sea, while those hankering to pair up their 
mountain scenery with an adrenaline buzz 
can opt to throw themselves off the peak on 
the world's longest zipline, which runs down 
the side of Jebel Jais for over two kilometers, 
reaching up to 120 kilometers per hour.

Ras Al Khaimah’s Jebel Jais, at 1,934 metres 
tall, usually records temperatures that are 
10°C cooler on average than other popular 
landmarks across the country.  

Jebel Jais mountain is home to a number of 
mountain goats, camels, foxes, wildcats as 
well as hundreds of bird species. After the 
winter rains, the mountains of Ras Al 
Khaimah burst into colour with purple lilies, 
wild irises and white daisies. The Sidr tree, 
highly appreciated for its medical use, can 
also be found in the Wadis. Its pollen also 
attracts bees that produce excellent 
mountain honey.
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SHARJAH 
ARTS MUSEUM
THE SHARJAH ART MUSEUM IS AN ART MUSEUM IN THE CITY OF SHARJAH,

The museum is recognised for its collection 
of works by Arabic artists and also for its 
important pieces by European artists who 
specialised in painting the Arab world. The 
museum is also noted for its program of 
temporary exhibitions throughout the year.

permanent collections and paintings by 
renowned artists.

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JEBEL HAFEET
JABAL HAFEET IS A MOUNTAIN IN THE REGION OF TAWAM, ON THE BORDER OF 

THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES AND OMAN, WHICH MAY BE CONSIDERED AN 

OUTLIER OF AL HAJAR MOUNTAINS IN EASTERN ARABIA. DUE TO ITS PROXIMITY 

TO THE MAIN HAJAR RANGE, THE MOUNTAIN MAY BE CONSIDERED AS BEING 

PART OF THE HAJAR RANGE, SENSU LATO.

A must-do for anyone who wants to snap a 
great vista, the summit of Jebel Hafeet is a 
favorite day trip from Abu Dhabi and Al Ain. 
This is the second highest peak in the United 
Arab Emirates, and far-reaching, sumptuous 
desert panoramas greet you all the way up to 
the top on the winding road.  

After the twisting mountain road drive, you 
are rewarded with being able to see across 
the area's vast sweep of desert. For 
incredible sunrise and sunset photos, as well 
as majestic views of Abu Dhabi’s lush garden 
city of Al Ain, head to the top of Jebel Hafit 
mountain.

Rising to a height of 1,249 metres, this 
skyline-dominating peak is Abu Dhabi’s 
highest, and the UAE’s second tallest.  

Reach the summit of this rocky mountain by 
car, motorbike or, if you have the stamina, 
bicycle.  

Standing guard over Al Ain and the borders 
of Oman, this craggy limestone behemoth 
has been weathered over millennia, with 
significant fossil discoveries made in the area 
being vital pieces in the jigsaw that makes up 
the city’s ancient history. 
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BASTAKIA
AL FAHIDI HISTORICAL NEIGHBOURHOOD IS A HISTORIC DISTRICT IN DUBAI, 

UNITED ARAB EMIRATES. THE CONSTRUCTION OF AL FAHIDI HISTORICAL 

NEIGHBOURHOOD DATES BACK TO THE 1890S. IN ITS PRIME, THE LOCALITY WAS 

CAPABLE OF 60 HOUSING UNITS, MOST OF WHICH WERE SEPARATED BY 

NARROW, WINDING LANES.

The Bastakia quarter of Dubai is the last 
remaining fragment of Old Dubai and 
shouldn't be missed. This small heritage area 
really evokes the simpler, gentler past of the 
city before skyscrapers took over the skyline.  

Narrow lanes are lined with beautifully 
preserved buildings in typical Arabian 
architectural styles, many with wind-tower 
features. Various museums allow you to 
enter the houses and see typical Arabian 
interiors within the quarter, along with 
mosques and a small surviving segment of 
the original Dubai city wall.

Al Fahidi Historical District, commonly 
referred to as Al Bastakiya, holds the 
memories of an era that pre-dates the 
federation of the Emirates.  

Dubai is known for glitz and glamour, but 
before the tourism boom, before the 
discovery of oil and before the union of the 
Emirati tribes in 1971, it was a vastly different 
place.  

The UAE was an area of sheikdoms – where 
bedouins lived as herders, date farmers and 
fishermen.

The oldest mosque in the United Arab 
Emirates, Al-Bidyah, about 35 kilometers 
north of Fujairah city is one of the country's 
and the Emirate of Fujairah's most important 
historical sites.  

Although modest in proportions, this adobe 
building was beautifully designed, with its 
original ventilation shaft patterns in the walls 
still visible. The entire surrounding area is an 
archaeological site, where many pottery and 
metal artifacts have been excavated. 

For history lovers, this small mosque should 
be a must-do, and it makes an excellent

contrast with the over-the-top opulence of 
Abu Dhabi's Sheikh Zayed Grand Mosque. 

Al Bidya is uniquely built, mainly because it 
has fewer domes than other mosques. It has 
four layered domes, each containing a 
central pillar to support the structure.  

While it now has modern lighting and air 
conditioning, the worn minbar (pulpit), niches 
for decoration or lighting, and tiny windows 
for lighting and ventilation echo to a bygone 
era. Modestly dressed tourists may visit this 
place of worship, which still features daily 
prayers.

It's a big call but Dubai's Palm Islands are 
perhaps one of the country's boldest mega 
projects undertaken. Often referred to as the 
'eighth wonder of the world' Dubai's Palm 
Islands are the largest manmade islands in 
the world and take their name from their 
artificially crafted palm tree shape.  

These offshore islands were created from 
reclaimed land and have since become a 
popular holiday destination thanks to their 
uniqueness and Dubai's fast-growing tourist 
trade. 

There are three islands in total that make up 
Palm Islands Dubai including Palm Jumeirah,

Palm Jebel Ali and Palm Deira, however the 
only island open to visitors is the Palm 
Jumeirah.  

Home to the popular tourist attraction and 
famous luxury hotel Burj Al Arab, Palm 
Jumeirah also features residential property, 
some of which are home to the likes of 
celebrities including David Beckham, as well 
as commercial attractions such as Crescent,  
The Trunk and 16 Fronds.

Welcome to UAE 
The UAE is a global business center. New businesses should nonetheless have some awareness 
of Arabic culture and the ways of commerce in Arabian business environment. In the Arab world, 
more than anywhere else, business is conducted on the basis of personal relationships and 
mutual trust. It is vitally important to build on these. 

Although this is changing rapidly and may not apply to all large firms, companies are often a 
family affair, with the ultimate decision-maker being the head of the family. Even if this is not the 
case, it is essential to clearly identify the decision-maker. However, initial meetings will probably 
be at a lower level.

Working Hours 
The official weekend in the UAE is on Friday 
and Saturday. Some smaller private 
companies only close on Friday. 

Government offices open at 7.30 a.m. and 
close at 3.00 p.m. Private offices tend to 
keep longer hours, adopting either “straight 
shift” or “split shift.” The former normally 
requires eight working hours beginning 
between 7:30am and 9:00am with a lunch 
break lasting 30 minutes to an hour.  

The latter involves commencing between 
9:00am and 10:00am and ending between 
8:00pm and 9:00pm, with a three- to four-
hour break in between. 

During Ramadan, working hours shorten by 
two to three hours, with most of the work 
accomplished in the early hours of the 
morning or much later in the evening after 
the day’s fast is broken (at sunset).

All about the money 
Currency & Exchange 
The domestic currency is Emirati Dirham. 
Local and foreign money may be brought into 
UAE as cash, traveler’s check, and credit 
cards.  

Foreign currency of all kinds may be 
exchanged at the airport, banks, post offices, 
most hotels or licensed exchange agencies 
in large cities. Cash withdrawals can be 
easily made from the many widespread ATMs 
via International credit or debit cards.

I have a family/friend living in UAE, and I’ll be 
staying with them. Do I still need to confirm a 
hotel booking? 
If you have a friend/family residing in UAE, please 
provide us their passport + UAE Residence Visa 
copy, along with the contact information. No need of 
the hotel booking. 

Do I need to receive any special vaccination 
before my trip to UAE? 
Not at all. UAE is an entirely like western country 
with an advanced level of hygiene, health care, 
diagnosis and medicine that is the envy of much of 
the world and on a par with the best of North 
America and Western Europe. 

Can you drink tap water in UAE? 
No, it is not recommended to drink tap water. 

(It’s important to make sure you drink a lot, 
especially if you are walking, hiking or exercising 
during hot weather.) 

Which airlines fly to UAE? 
More than 80 airlines operate flights to UAE’s Dubai 
& Abu Dhabi International Airport from all over the 
world. 

How long is the processing of the visa?  
Normally, processing will take 2-4 working days for 
all nationalities. But for Arab passport holders, it will 
take 4-7 working days. Other times, visa processing 
will take longer (for all nationalities) as the UAE 
Immigration Office will require further documents to 
support the visa application. Friday, Saturday and 
other Public Holidays, Immigration Office is closed.  

What side of the road do people drive on in 
UAE?  
Motorists in the UAE drive on the right side of the 
road. The law states that the driver must wear a 
seat belt, and children under 10 years old, or 
shorter than 145cm, are not allowed to sit in the 
front seat of a vehicle. Speed limits are posted in 
kilometres per hour (km/hr). Generally, the speed 
limit on main highways in Sharjah is 120km/hr, 
80km/h or 100km/hr on rural roads, 60km/h or 
80km/h on urban dual carriageways, 40km/hr in 
urban areas and 25km/h on service roads. It is 
against the law to use a handheld mobile phone 
while driving, and driving under the influence of 
drugs or alcohol has very serious penalties. 
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What are the transportation options from the 
airport? 
Most visitors arrive at Dubai International Airport 
(DXB) located 30-minutes from the heart of Dubai, 
90 minutes from Abu Dhabi. If you are arriving 
without prior land arrangements, there are cabs at 
the airport, bus services – and trains are available 
from the airport station. 

How do I get around? 
UAE has a sophisticated system of highways, 
buses, trains and domestic flights. 

Buses – The most popular form of transportation in 
UAE, you can buy tickets at any city’s central bus 
station or from the driver.  

Train – The UAE Railways is an affordable easy 
way to travel between major cities in UAE. Please 
note that the trains don’t operate in UAE on 
Saturdays. 

Private Taxi – a more expensive option, taxis can 
be flagged down or ordered by phone almost 
anywhere, and they’ll take you around town or 
between cities. 

Rent a car – International car rental chains have 
offices in UAE, and there are multiple UAE-based 
car rental companies. you can rent a car in all of 
UAE’s major cities and at Dubai, Sharjah & Abu 
Dhabi International Airports. It’s recommended to 
reserve a car before you arrive. Driving in UAE is 
on the right-hand side of the road, and most 
signage is written in English and Arabic. 

* Don’t use a hand-held phone while driving: it’s 
against the law.

Where can I find information about the 
accessibility? 
Considerable efforts and resources have been 
invested in UAE to enable disabled persons to 
access any destination and to receive service equal 
to that received by the rest of the public. 

Will I need an adapter for my appliances in

The electric current in UAE is 220 volts, C, single 
phase, 50 Hertz. Most UAE sockets are three-
pronged but most also accept two-pronged plugs. 
Visitors who will use shavers, traveling irons and 
other small appliances may need transformers/ 
adaptor plugs. If your appliance does not work on 
220 volts, you will need an adaptor. 

Will I have easy internet access? 
Most hotels in UAE have Wi-Fi available for hotel 
guests at customary prices. Many cafes and 
restaurants offer a complementary Wi-Fi service. 

Will I be able to use my cell phone in UAE? 
If you have an international plan, your cell phone 
may work in UAE, please check with your local 
provider. 

Can I rent a cellular phone in UAE? 
Certainly, you can rent a phone when you arrive at 
any time during your visit.

What is the weather like in UAE, when is the 
best time to visit?
